* Learn skills to help regulate emotions so you can respond in a considered way rather than react
unhelpfully.

* Learn how your thinking drives your emotions and how to challenge those thoughts.
* Develop some helpful skills to improve communication and conflict resolution.

* Become more aware of where your own behaviour originates from so as to be more
understanding of the behaviour of others.
